8.2.	The Owner or Exhibitor of an Exhibit disapproved 
of as an Exhibit by the Council, must upon notice 
to that effect, immediately remove such Exhibit 
from the Showground.

8.3.	The Chief Steward of the Dog Competition is to 
be notified if, for any reason whatsoever, a prize-
winning dog cannot be returned for judging.

8.4.	 All dogs must be suitably secured and have an 
attendant at all times.

8.5.	Dogs are NOT permitted beyond the immediate 
precincts of the judging area. Dogs are NOT 
permitted to be led around the Showground.

8.6.	Bitches in season will not be permitted to compete 
or remain in the vicinity of the performance events.

8.7.	 Only Competitors will be permitted in the 
Performance marquee area.

8.8.	No tents or portable shade shelters will be 
permitted.

8.9.	 Exhibitor numbers must be collected between 
8.00am and 9.45am only.

8.10.	Dogs cannot be removed before 5.30pm.
