Meetings held at times at Ivy Beale’s home at Wyee. 
 
President :   1990s - Brian Mongan till 2002 – Obedience 
Secretary :   1990s - Karen Ferguson till 2002 – Scottish Terriers 
 
First show held at Wyong High School (parking problems).  Then Morisset Showgrounds – 
original rental I think was $100. 
 
The Club purchased an old caravan which I kept at Wyee – full of show equipment. 
 
Eventually we purchased a container for the equipment which was left at Morisset 
Showgrounds. 
 
In 2002 the Club underwent another change of Executive with the following elected :

Tom Couchman :  Secretary 
Jane Fisher :   Treasurer 
 
From that time meetings were held at Morisset Hotel with very strong numbers of 
Members in attendance. 
 
Shows continued for a time at Morisset Showgrounds until Members resolved to move 
the Club’s shows to the CNCC Hillsborough Dog Showground from October 2007 where 
we still find ourselves today. 
 
The Executive underwent its fourth significant change in 2018 when Lynda Lanser was 
elected President and Alanna Bell the Secretary.
